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What is eSafety?

Road safety depends on safer drivers, safer roads, and
safer vehicles. eSafety refers to electronic vehicle safety
technologies that can assist a driver by providing vital
information, warnings, or navigational assistance, to reduce
the likelihood of an emergency situation.
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In this brochure, we profiled several eSafety technologies. Of these technologies, Electronic
Stability Control (ESC) and Warning and Emergency Braking Systems evaluate your driving
situation and take action to help you avoid or minimize the effects of a collision. Other
systems, such as Blind Spot Monitoring, Speed Alert, and Lane Support Systems sense
when you are in a potentially dangerous situation and provide an immediate warning.

eSafety systems are increasingly available and are expected to provide a major contribution
toroad safety. For example, according to Transport Canada, ESC could reduce certain types
of motor vehicle crashes in Canada by 30%, resulting in approximately 225 fewer deaths
and 755 fewer serious injuries per year.

With eSafety systems appearing on more and more vehicles, CAA encourages you to
learn about these technologies now in order to see what they have to offer.
